Description and aim of the course

Program of the course Restorative dental medicine I is divided into Preclinical Restorative Dental Medicine, Restorative Dental Medicine I and Restorative Dental Medicine II, and includes diagnosis and therapy of dental diseases and supporting structures and rehabilitation of functional and aesthetic needs of each patient, with a presentation of materials and their interactions with hard and soft dental tissues. Restorative Dentistry I begins in the seventh semester of the study and is performed over 15 weeks of instruction in the form of 45 hours of clinical exercise. Clinical exercises in Restorative Dental Medicine I are also performed during the eighth semester of study through 15 weeks of classes in the form of 45 hours of clinical exercises. The tasks of clinical exercises are to train students to work properly with patients, which presupposes diagnosis after anamnesis and examination, as well as establishing a treatment plan and implementing appropriate restorative therapy. According to the catalog of knowledge, the student is obliged to acquire theoretical and practical knowledge determined for each semester.

Grading 
The exam in Restorative dental medicine I is taken after VIII semester in the written form. Students answer the questions by selecting one or more of the offered answers. The exam is passed if 76% or more of questions are answered correctly. For 76%-80% of correct answers, the grade is sufficient (2), for 81-85% - good (3), from 86-92% - very good (4) and from 93-100% - excellent (5).
Student duties
Student should acquire the following knowledge:
1. Anamnesis
2. Radiographic evaluation
3. Making diagnosis and treatment plan
4. Smear layer
5. Biological characteristics of dental hard tissues 
6. Dental amalgams: benefits and shortcomings
7. Classification of glass ionomer cements 
8. Classification of adhesive systems
9. Classification of composite materials 
10. Minimally invasive preparations
11. Curing light sources
12. Direct pulp capping
Student should acquire the following skills:

1. Dental examination, registration 
2. Isolation of operating field
3. Rubber-dam application
4. Application of appropriate matrix band and retainer 
5. Preparation of classic class I, II, III, IV and V cavities
6. Application of glass ionomer liner for composite restorations
7. Placement of amalgam filling
8. Preparation of adhesive cavity 
9. Enamel etching 
10. Dentin etching
11. Placement of composite class I, II, III, IV, V and VI fillings
12. Occlusal adjustments and polishing of restoration
