Course description and purpose:
Oral hygiene is an elective subject that students take in the winter semester through 15 hours of classes through 10 hours of lectures and 5 hours of seminars.
The main goal of the course is to give a detailed insight into the meaning and manner of conducting oral hygiene in order to achieve optimal oral health in order to achieve general health. Disease prevention is a fundamental imperative and the main form of desirable treatment in modern medicine, including dentistry. Therefore, a significant area of ​​interest during the planned course will be focused on all forms of prevention of oral diseases in the entire population with an emphasis on children.

The teaching content of the lecture includes an introduction to the whole which defines the concepts related to oral hygiene and oral health, as well as the goals of the World Health Organization to achieve optimal general health, including oral health as an integral part of general health. In further teaching units, the issue of oral hygiene is approached by describing all population groups starting from pregnant women and the earliest infancy, all the way to the older gerontological population. Lectures will focus on the most common dental pathology and oral disease prevention options that are specific to each age group. The teaching content of the seminar covers various areas of oral hygiene in people with special needs to medically risky conditions or people with chronic (malignant) diseases.
